About FusionStorm Foundation: Established in November 2009 by
FusionStorm’s CEO John Varel, FusionStorm Foundation was estab-
lished to raise funds for causes that affect the planet and impact our
daily lives. Our goal is to raise awareness and fund research to solve
these complex issues.

FusionStorm Foundation has chosen to work exclusively with Ocean Voyages Institute/Project
Kaisei and is committed to raising awareness for its clean ocean initiative and to raise funds to
support Project Kaisei’s second expedition.

About Project Kaisei: The mission of Project Kaisei (Japanese for “Ocean Planet”) is to under-
stand and address the current state of marine debris accumulating in the ocean, undertake
efficient and environmentally friendly solutions to clean up the North Pacific Gyre, and to
implement land-based programs that will prevent plastics from entering the marine ecosystem
in the first place.

On their first expedition in August 2009, two research ships sailed to the North Pacific Gyre
and found alarming amounts of plastics in all of their analysis samples. Project Kaisei will set
sail on their second expedition in the summer of 2010 to further analyze the extent of the
plastic pollution and to begin their clean-up solution: they will collect the plastic trash and
bring it back to shore for recycling into useable goods.

The North Pacific Gyre, which has become the poster child for man-made pollution, is the
world’s largest ecosystem and the world’s largest trash dump. Plastics, chemical sludge, and
other non-biodegradable debris continue to accumulate at this convergence point so that
now, researchers suggest that plastic pollution covers thousands of square miles of open
ocean. The problem is that plastic never goes awayj; it is forever. When exposed to UV rays
and heat, plastic breaks down into smaller pieces which threaten our ecosystem and possibly
enter our food web when animals accidentally ingest them — with some animals ultimately
dying from the exposure.

FusionStorm Foundation is holding an event in Malibu to benefit Ocean Voyages
Institute/Project Kaisei and build awareness around this issue. We encourage all who love the
ocean and what it brings into our lives to support this cause and contribute.
